All the undergraduate Colleges at Lancaster have been named after regions of Lancashire.

Furness lies to the North of Morecambe Bay, stretching from the dockyards of Barrow -in-Furness
to the mountains above Coniston in the Lake District National Park , the landscape represented in
the college logo

The College encompasses the S enior College (staff members ) and the Junior College (  student
members ).

The governing body is the College Council which meets once per term. The membership of t he
College Council is the Principal, the College Administrator, the College Residence Officer, eleven

senior members including the Senior Tutor and Dean, and eleven junior members ( members of the
JCR Executive). The Licensee has attendance but not voting ri ghts at the College Council.

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Disciplinary System

The college is a community of about 1000 members, the majority of whom are students. The

College Rules are based on the fundamental principle of respect for fellow college members. It is

the purpos e of these rules, and the disciplinary procedures that enforce them, to ensure that, as

far as possible, the college works as a harmonious and scholarly community.

Every junior member of the college is subject to the Rules of the University and of Furness College,
in addition resident college members have obligations to the university as a landlord, and these

are set -out in the residence contract. The university rules, residence contract, and college rules

and procedures are all av awdbsithaneemembers arbadviseditorgadr si t y 6
them.

All of the above -mentioned rules are enforceable by the College Dean. Certain cases, for example
group offences involving members of more than one college or cases where the penalty of

expulsion from the  university is warranted, may be dealt with by the University Dean or Deputy
Dean.

The Dean adjudicates on cases and sets disciplinary policy in the college. Investigations are
handled by the Praefectus or the Assistant Deans.

Tutorial Systen

At Lancaster each undergradu  ate is assigned a 'College Tutor', who is a senior member of the
student's College. Your College Tutor will normally meet you in the first week of your first year,

and remain in touch with you throughout your three or four years.

The emphasis of the Tutor  ial System is on first  -year undergraduates, though you will keep the

same College Tutor throughout your wundergraduate studies af
policy that in your first year you will be asked by your Tutor to meet informally once ea ch term, so

that we can learn of your experience at the University and listen to any difficulties you might have

encountered.

You can of course decline the termly invitation to meet up with your College Personal Tutor, but it
would be courteous that he/sh e should be told, rather than left uncertain whether or not you

would be going.

In your second and third years, the College Tutorial system is less proactive than in the first. You
will not be contacted by your Personal Tutor, though it is hoped that you will find it helpful or
beneficial to keep in contact with him/her as your University life progresses. It would perhaps be
courteous just to tell them of your academic or other successes as well as any possible difficulty

you might be experiencing.

College tutors have no disciplinary function; they are there simply as people to whom you can turn
should you need help or advice. They are (usually) not professional counsellors but if they cannot

solve your problem at once they can refer you to the nearest expe rt.

In addition to his or her helping function, a tutor is good to have just as an extra friend among the

senior members of staff of the University.

Remember College tutorsare unpaid volunteergnd the onus is on you toontactthem.
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
